New pairing feature for BTA1500/2000 with Gateway 500
For Audi and Mercedes
For a Bluetooth connection you need 4 modes to use the device comfortably:

· Phone OFF – In this mode you can use the phone in hand for private conversations. It is useful when you don’t want the other passengers to hear the called party.

· Pairing – You can search for BTA device from the phone. Also you can choose and connect a known (previously paired) device.

· Connecting – The BTA continously trying to connect known devices.
· Connected – The phone and its phonebook can be used through the car’s controls.
In all modes the BTA shows real or fake connection and phonebook. This way the „No phone” or „No device is connected” messages should never be seen.
Connecting

After startup the phone modul is in Connecting state. The Phonebook shows one item, <Phone OFF>. By dialing this, the connection requests will be stopped.
When a known device is found in range, the connection is made without further interaction. (The BT passkey may be requested on phone side)
Phone OFF

In OFF state there is no BT activity, and the Phonebook has two items, <Connect Last> and <Start Pairing>. The first goes to Connecting the second to Pairing state.
Pairing

The phonebook contains the list of known devices. If user dials any of those the BTA tries to connect the selected device.
In this mode the signal strength icon is continously sweeping, Knight Rider style. ( This shows even in FM mode that the BTA is in pairing state.

Connected

The Bluetooth name of the device is shown as Network Name, the Phonebook is dowloaded from the phone.
On Audi on additional item <Phone Off> is shown as the first item of phonebook.

In case of Mercedes the first item of Missed Calls List is the <Phone Off>.
